INFORMATION NOTICE ON THE APPLICATION RIGHT OF DATA SUBJECTS

I APPLICATION RIGHT OF DATA SUBJECTS

e Scope of the Application Right

In accordance with the Law of Georgia on Personal Data Protection, a data subject has the right to
request the following matters upon submission of a relevant application;
(1) information about the data being processed, as well as the legal basis and criteria for
determining such processing;
(2) information regarding the retention period of the data;

(3) where data is transferred to another state or international organization, information on
the legal basis and purposes of such transfer, as well as appropriate safeguards for data
protection;

(4) information on the identity of the data recipient or categories of recipients, including
the legal basis and purpose of the transfer if data is disclosed to a third party;

(5) information on decisions made as a result of automated processing, including
profiling, the logic applied in such decision-making, its impact on data processing,
and the expected or likely consequences;

6) access to data and the right to obtain a copy thereof;

(7)  correction, updating, and completion of data;

8) cessation of data processing, deletion, or destruction of data;

(9)  blocking of data;

(10) data portability;

(11) withdrawal of consent;

e Cases that Fall Outside the Scope of the Application Right

Under the same Law, the right of a data subject to request the above-mentioned information on
the basis of an application may be restricted where such restriction is provided for by the
legislation of Georgia, does not violate fundamental human rights and freedoms, and constitutes
a necessary and proportionate measure in a democratic society, and where the exercise of this
right may pose a risk to:

(1)  state security, information security and cybersecurity, and/or defense interests;

(2) public safety interests;

(3) prevention of crime, criminal investigation, criminal prosecution, administration of
justice, execution of imprisonment and other custodial sentences, enforcement of
non-custodial sentences and probation, and operational-search activities;

(4) interests related to matters of national importance in the financial or economic
sphere (including monetary, budgetary, and taxation matters), as well as public
health and social protection;



(5) detection of violations of professional duties by the data subject, including in
regulated professions, and the imposition of liability;

(6) exercise of the functions and powers of regulatory and/or supervisory authorities
in designated sectors;

(7) protection of the rights and freedoms of the data subject and/or other persons,
including freedom of expression;

(8) protection of state, commercial, professional, and other legally protected secrets;

(9)  substantiation of legal claims or defenses.

The restriction of the above-mentioned right shall be applied only to the extent necessary to achieve the purpose
of such restriction, and the data subject shall be informed thereof, except in cases where providing such information
would jeopardize the achievement of the stated purpose.

I.  FINALIZATION OF APPLICATIONS

In the event that a data subject exercises the rights defined in this document and submits a written request to the
Company regarding such matters, the Company shall be obliged to review the request and take the appropriate
action within 10 (ten) business days from receipt of the request.

This period may be extended in exceptional cases by no more than an additional 10 (ten) business days, based on
appropriate justification, where such a need arises.
